Jane Eyre is the most famous novel by English writer Charlotte
Bronte. It was published on 16 October 1847 by Smith, Elder & Co. of
London, England, under the pseudonym "Currer Bell." The name of the
book was originally Jane Eyre: An Autobiography and Bronté uses
autobiographical materials of her life in a fictional context. She draws
on her own experiences of teaching and nursing the terminally ill, of
watching her sister Maria who was sick and died, and of falling in love
with her supervisor while she was at a school in Brussels

The novel follows the emotions and experiences of Jane Eyre, its
eponymous character, including her growth to adulthood and her love
for Mr. Rochester, the master of Thornfield Hall. The story contains
elements of social criticism, with a strong sense of morality but is
nevertheless a novel many consider ahead of its time given the
individualistic character of Jane and the novel's exploration of classism,
sexuality, religion, and proto-feminism
